	Description
	Conduct up to four meetings with the Water Management Technical Committee and the Citizens' Advisory Committee.  Attend SE MN Water Resources Board meetings and BALMM meetings as the county's liaison.  Provide local assistance to regional projects.  Provide assistance to municipalities developing wellhead protection plans.  Provide education and information to the public.  Assist with the Root River Field to Stream Partnership, Root River Comprehensive Strategy, Watershed Pollutant Load Monitoring Network, and other assessments of streams in the county.  Provide local coordination for the Volunteer Nitrate Monitoring project.  Continue to participate in the WCA Technical Evaluation Panel.  Pursue funding for, and provide coordination for, other activities related to the local water management plan working with other county departments and state agencies as opportunities arise.  Provide assistance with SWCD projects and programs (e.g. Ag BMP loans) as needed.  The Water Management Coordinator's position will be funded roughly 17% from the Base Grant and the rest from various other grants.

	Actual Results
	The Water Management Committee met four times, including 2 Citizens' Advisory Committee meetings and 2 Technical Advisory Committee meetings.  Topics discussed during these meetings included a CWF Stormwater mini-grant, SE MN Lysimeter Network, Watershed Pollutant Load Monitoring Network (WPLMN), 2013 monitoring activities, Root River Field to Stream Partnership (FSP), and the Root River Citizens' Group.  Guest speakers included Donna Rasmussen, Jennifer Ronnenberg, and Dawn Bernau with the Fillmore SWCD, and Kevin Kuehner with MDA.  SE MN WRAC/WRB and BALMM meetings were attended by the County and SWCD to aid in the management of the region's water resources.  One sampling round for the Volunteer Nitrate Monitoring project (now referred to as the Domestic Well Network) was completed in August.  A groundwater presentation was given to kids of various ages at the Mabel Library in August.  A presentation was given to Kingsland 3rd graders (2 classes)for the Ag in the Classroom program.  The SWCD assisted with the development and progress of the National Trout Center as a member of the NTC Technical Advisory Committee (Chair) and Board of Directors.  The Fillmore SWCD Water Quality Laboratory analyzed roughly 155 bacteria samples for drinking water and surface water.  The SWCD was extremely busy with monitoring activities for the Root River Field to Stream Partnership, Watershed Pollutant Load Monitoring Network, Continuous Nitrate sampling, etc.  Winter snow melt and spring rains were some of the worst in recent memory.  These conditions made monitoring activities challenging, and required many hours to complete.    
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
